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Collection Overview

Biographical Information/ Administrative Information:

The Sulloway family originally lived in Franklin, NH, where the first Alvah and his son,
Richard, operated a hosiery factory. Alvah Sulloway’s second son was Frank J. Sulloway
(1883-1981). He graduated from Harvard University in 1905 and Harvard Law School in
1907. He practiced law in Concord, NH, becoming a founder and principal of the law
office, Sulloway & Hollis. He was active in civic affairs and Republican politics,
receiving an Honorary Doctor of Laws from New England College in 1962. In 1913, he
married Margaret Thayer (1882-1967) of Concord. She graduated from Bryn Mawr
College in 1905. Frank and Margaret had three children: Gretchen (1914-1916), Alvah
(1915-2006), and Faith (born 1920).

The collection is focused primarily on Frank and Margaret’s son, Alvah Sulloway. Alvah
received his secondary education at St. Paul’s School in Concord, graduating in 1934. He
then went on to complete both his undergraduate and law degrees at Harvard College,
graduating in 1938 and 1941 respectively. Alvah then joined his father’s law firm in



Concord. During World War II, he was stationed in Washington, DC for three years,
1942-1945, serving as a lawyer in the General Counsel’s office in the Office of Strategic
Services. After the war, he returned to the law practice in Concord for five years before
moving to the firm of Cummings & Lockwood in Darien, CT. Alvah then changed
careers in 1960 and became an English teacher at Moses Brown School in Providence,
RI. He taught there for ten years, resigning because of a difference in educational
philosophy with the new headmaster. Sulloway and his wife then moved to Kittery Point,
ME, where he organized the York Golf and Tennis Club and was active in community
affairs. He initiated and won a taxpayer suit against the town of Kittery in protest of the
town council’s violation of right-to-know laws. All his life, Alvah was an enthusiastic
and skillful tennis player and golfer, winning many matches and tournaments both alone
and with his father as a partner.

In 1939, Alvah married Alison Green, A Bennington College graduate. Alison was a
musician. She and Alvah collaborated on a musical, he writing the book and lyrics, called
variously Winner Take All, Open Season, and All in Favor. It was performed several
times between 1944 and 1955 in various New England community and summer theater
venues. The marriage ended in 1852. Alison went on to receive and MA and PhD in
English from Columbia University in 1968. She became a college professor, published
books about Jane Austin and Gerald Manley Hopkins, and ended her career at Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. She died in 2004.

Alvah and Alison had three sons: Alvah Woodbury Sulloway (“Woody”) in 1941, Lucien
Price Sulloway in 1944, and Frank Jones Sulloway Il in 1947. Woody became the owner
of a marine engine repair business in Moorhead City, NC. Lucien became a professional
tennis player in Europe and lives in Switzerland. Frank became an independent historian
of science who won a MacArthur fellowship in 1848. He wrote on Darwin and Freud
publishing a seminal work on birth order called Born to Rebel in 1996.

In 1954, Alvah Sulloway married Susan Stewart (1924-2003), a dancer. They had once
son, Stewart Estabrook Sulloway (‘“Brook’), who was born in 1956. Brook became a
chiropractor in Bridgerton, ME.

Alvah Sulloway married his third wife, Sally Kruger Goff, in 2004. He died in 2006.
During his life, he authored several books including Birth Control and Catholic Doctrine,
Put It In Writing: A Way of Life for Three Generals of a New Hampshire Family, and On
Their Own: Three New Hampshire Scholars Chronicle their Adventures Abroad. The
later two books were family histories.

The Sulloway family had a long relationship with Camp Pasquaney on Newfound Lake
in Hebron, NH. Frank Sulloway left money in his will to build a tennis court there, and
Alvah directed fund to the camp for a tennis program upon his death.

Collection Scope and Content Note:
The Alvah Sulloway Papers, 1836-2006, primarily consists of correspondence between
members and friends of the Sulloway family with the majority of letters to or from Alvah



Sulloway (1915-2006). The collection also includes Alvah Sulloway’s diaries kept
between 1970 and 2006 and well as the musical compositions he wrote with his first wife,
Alison Green Sulloway, in the 1940’s. Alvah Sulloway compiled and excerpted family
letters and diaries publishing them as two books: Put It Iin Writing: A Way of Life for
Three Generals of a New Hampshire Family, and On Their Own: Three New Hampshire
Scholars Chronicle their Adventures Abroad. He also wrote introductory and connecting
commentary explaining and augmenting matters discussed therein. Most of the letters and
diary entries reprinted in the books are also present in the collection in manuscript form.
The books themselves are found in the first box.

The papers are divided into four series based on the type of material: Series 1:
correspondence; Series 2: Diaries; Series 3. Essays, Fiction, Memorabilia; and Series 4.
Music. Correspondence in the collection is primarily among Sulloway family members,
starting with the courtship and early married letters between Frank and Margaret
Sulloway and ending with letters between Alvah Sulloway and his sons and friends. The
content of the correspondence is largely domestic. The second part of the collection
includes the diaries of Alvah Sulloway and his maternal uncle, William Wentworth
Thayer. The third series in the collection includes essays, fiction, and memorabilia
primarily written by Alvah Sulloway but some by his uncle William Wentworth Thayer.
The final series includes the music written by Alvah Sulloway and Alison Green
Sulloway. Alvah wrote the lyrics and Alison wrote the music.

Series 1. Correspondence, 1836-1997
Extent: 5 boxes



Scope and Content: Series one of correspondence is primarily among Sulloway family
members, starting with the courtship and early married letters between Frank and
Margaret Sulloway. Letters to and from Margaret and Frank’s children then dominate
followed by correspondence between Alvah Sulloway and his family and friends. The
content of the correspondence is largely domestic. The careers of Frank and Alvah are
touched upon lightly. However, the careers of Alvah’s sons, especially Frank Sulloway
I, are more fully described as they report to their father upon their successes and failures.

The series also contains correspondence from Alvah’s friend, Robert H. Bishop (1916-
1963), written from a supply ship in the Pacific. These letters offer a view of a long,
boring war as well as Bishop’s ruminations upon world politics, strategy, and what life
will be like after the war.

There are also many letters to and from Lucien Prince (1883-1964). Price was a Boston
Globe editorial writer, classical scholar and philosopher, and author of Dialogues of
Alfred North Whitehead (1954). Price graduated from Harvard in 1907, and his papers are
held at that institution. The letters in this collection discuss mutual friends, world affairs,
educational theories, books, articles, family visits, and other plans. Price was an
encouraging and thoughtful critic of Alvah’s efforts to write and publish a book on the
attitude of the Catholic Church to birth control as well as Alvah and Alison’s efforts in
the world of musical theater. Correspondence is organized chronologically then by type
of correspondence/correspondents.

Series 2. Diaries, 1872-2004

Extent: 9 boxes

Scope and Content: Series two of diaries begin with the travel journals of Alvah
Sulloway’s maternal uncle, William Wentworth Thayer. Thayer kept the journals during
his two years as a Rhodes Scholar at Magdalen College at Oxford University from 1905
to 1907. Most of the diaries are daily diaries kept by Alvah Sulloway between 1970 and
shortly before his death in 2006, except for a two year period between 2000 and 2002.
These diaries detail Alvah’s everyday life: books read, television programs watched,
performances attended, parties attended and given, purchases made, trips taken, and golf
and tennis games played. They chronicle attitudes and thoughts of an upper-middle class
couple of the period on such subjects as United States and international politics, their



children’s adult lives, and aging. Susan Sulloway had Alzheimer’s disease in her last
years. The diaries describe its progression and the family’s efforts to provide her with the
care she needed. There are also diaries from Alvah Sulloway’s own sabbatical in Europe
from 1964 to 1965.
